On Reduction to BCP Level 1

Today, “Hokkaido University Business Continuity Plan During Coronavirus Outbreak”
has been lowered to Level 1. Accordingly, some restrictions on student activities such as
research, classes, and extracurricular activities will have been alleviated. (For details,
please refer to the following link).

However, in the Graduate/Undergraduate School of Economics and Business, the
Faculty Committee has decided to keep imposing the following measures until the end
of the First (Spring) semester:

(1) All classes will be online during the first semester,

(2) The final examinations will not be held in classrooms, the grades will be based on
your achievements in activities other than the final exam at the school (in some
courses, there might be on-line final exams),

(3) Facilities in the common areas in the department, such as the meeting lounge and
the computer room, cannot be used,

(4) Entering the study rooms of graduate students will continue to be restricted, in the

same manner as during the time of BCP was level 2 (June 19th to July 9th).

So far, no effective treatment for COVID-19 has become available. We have to be
extremely cautious, especially because we have experienced the second surge of infection
in Hokkaido this spring. Furthermore, the number of infections is on the rise in some

parts of Japan. In some countries, the number of cases has been increasing.

In other graduate/undergraduate schools in Hokkaido University, classes that include
exercises, practical work, experiments may be conducted on a face-to-face basis. However,
in Graduate/Undergraduate School of Economics and Business, we have chosen to
continue our on-line classes to minimize your risk of infection, even though it might be

somewhat conservative. Thank you very much for your understanding.

With the BCP Level 1, you are allowed to resume extracurricular activities provided that

"maximum precautions for infection prevention" are taken. But that doesn't change the



fact that an invisible virus could spread throughout the city. A recent WHO report
suggests the possibility of airborne transmission of the virus. Even though the campus
BCP level has been lowered, we will not able to relax our mindset. We would like all of

you to continue to behave with the highest level of alertness to prevent infection.
